The diversity of popular cult places and the public chapels
(hwt-rhyt) since New kingdom Period

Abstract:

The common people in ancient Egypt were keen on getting
closer to their deities in various ways, and in many places. The
previous studies showed the variety of popular cult places, which
can be classified into two main places:

1-Popular cult places related to official cult places, which are located
in divine temples and funerary temples (temples of millions of
years).

2- Popular cult places independent of official cult places, which are
divided into kinds:

a- The cult chapels which were established by the common people
themselves, which are known household cult chapels.

b- The cult chapels which were established by the state for common
people to practice their worship in.

We know only about two types of these chapels: znw chapels, and
hwt-rhyt chapels.

The research focuses on Awt-rhyt, which means "the chapel or the
temple of common people ", we know only two examples of these
chapels, they are both in Heliopolis, one for the god Horemakhet ,
and the other for the goddess Isis.
