Abstract: The Texts of the Pyramids and the Texts of the Coffins are the two oldest
religious books dealing with ancient Egyptian belief and mythology. Although these
two books deal with the journey of the deceased to the other world since the
resurrection of the deceased until he turns into Akh among the northern stars, whether
he is the king in the texts of the pyramids or the ordinary individual in the texts of the
coffins, their texts were not devoid of mentioning foreigners and foreign countries,
which raises questions.: Did foreigners and foreign countries play a role in the ancient
Egyptian faith, or did their mention in those religious texts come for other reasons, and
this is what this paper will answer. Many foreigners and their countries have been
mentioned in the Pyramids and Coffins Texts such as Tehnw, Fenkhu, Hawnbwt,
Qedm, Kebni, Stjo, Ta-sty, Khati, Punt, Ngau and Kenzet. The word Khast, which
means foreign hills or foreign countries, as well as the desert, was also mentioned. This
word frequently appears in the Coffin Texts, but it does not refer to a specific

geographical location. In sum, the countries under study were linked mythologically
and religiously to their mention in the texts of the pyramids and the texts of coffins. The
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political and economic relations of Egypt with those regions and countries also had an
echo in the texts of the pyramids and the texts of the coffins.
