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Abstract:

God Bes had numerous images and names on the Egyptian monuments; also, he had

many tools to face evil spirits, so he appeared playing with musical instruments, and his
features used to terrorize enemies and prevent their danger; thus, he collected between humor

and horror at the same time. The image of Bes appeared on monuments of the old and middle

Kingdom, and in the new kingdom, the usual image of Bes had developed, and this image
continued until the end of ancient Egyptian times. Bes had two wings, and its images appeared
with multiple symbols associated with him, and he also appeared sometimes playing the
tambourine and the double flute. The research specialized in studying one type of antiquities

of the deity Bes, which is represented in the vessels of Bes during the new kingdom. The
research focused on discovered Bes vessels' models, which reflect the developments and
additions of the Bes vessels. The research included an analytical study dealing with: the topics
depicted on the Bes vessels that had been discovered and illustrated, the symbols associated
with the Bes shape, the symbolism of colors in the Bes vessels, and the evolution of the Bes
shape on the vessels during the new kingdom, and the first appearance of the composite Bes
image, and the usage of Bes image in an attempt to explain the uses of these vessels.
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
