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Abstract:

This article discusses the archaeological and textual evidence of Luxor Temple, and its early rituals,
before Amenhotep III. These shreds of evidence confirm that the temple passed through several
historical and archaeological phases; the oldest is often dated back to the Middle Kingdom, which
witnessed the flourishing of Amun-Re, and his temple in Karnak. This was followed by the time of
Ahmose I, who tried to build and renovate the buildings that were damaged by the hurricane that hit
Thebes. Shreds of evidencealso confirmthat the temple was present during the reigns of Amenhotep I,
Thutmose I and II, when it was actively working. The temple reached its great development during the
reign of Hatshepsut, when she linked it to her buildings in Karnak, Deir Al-Bahri, her tomb in Valley of
the Kings and Medinet Habu.. It also seemed that the temple achieveda specific preferencein Thutmose
III, Amenhotep II, and Thutmose IV reigns until Amenhotep III decided to renovate it. On the other hand,
the evidence confirms that the old temple was first established in the sacred place that was associated
with the birth of ogdoad. The temple was also associated with Opet and decade festivals. Thus, the
temple acquired a historical depth, about six hundred years ago, before the reign of Amenhotep IIIL
