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Abstract

The current research aimed at examining the causal model of the direct and indirect
effects of emotional intelligence, attitude roward life, social and moral behavior. This
model which assumes direct effects of emotional intelligence on both social and moral
behavior, also considers indirect effects of it on both variables through attitude
towards life which seen as an intermediate variable. The sample consisted of 211
students selected from College of Education at Sultan Qaboos University in the
Sultanate of Oman, in the academic year 2016/2017. The results indicated that there
was significant direct effect of emotional intelligence on the attitude towards life. The
results also showed significant effect of emotional intelligence on the social behavior,
with no effect of emotional intelligence on the moral behavior. The results also

indicated significant direct effect of the attitude towards life on the social behavior,

with no significant effect on moral behavior.
