This research is titled: Jurisprudential colleges of Al Imam Al 
Baghawi (died on 516 AH) (Inductive study), It aims to the 
identification of the truth of the jurisprudential colleges and 
distinguishing them from others after clarifying the overlap 
between their concept and jurisprudential rules or 
jurisprudential controls, and showing features of the efforts 
of Imam Al-Baghawi (died on 516 AH) in its report, and that 
is through collecting colleges from Al-Baghawi’s books, and 
the researcher followed the method of induction in collecting 
colleges based on tracking issues, then re-presenting them, 
and dividing in the presentation of the colleges collected to 
the references of the major chapters of jurisprudence: (acts 
of worship, transactions, marriage, crimes and the judiciary), 
and he made the study on two topics: The first: the truth of 
the jurisprudential colleges and the definition of the role of 
Imam Al-Baghawi in their determination.
