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Individual Horses Painting in the Mughal and Rajasthan Schools

Abstract: The Indian Mughal painting was interested in draw some individual of
animal paintings, because of various artistic and social motives. The study attempted to
rely only on the painting of the horses in which they appear individually without any
human figure, in order to rely on the painting, which we confirm that they were
implemented to the horse only.

The individual horses’ paintings in both Mughal and Rajasthan Schools spanned
during the period from 1039 AH / 1630 AD to the middle of the 13th century AH / 19
AD. The study depends on eleven imagery, seven of which belonged to the Indian Mughal
School, while the remaining four To Rajasthan school. In addition to the desires of
emperors, princes and rajas, the Indian books of “Farasnamah” constituted an important
reference on the characteristics of the distinctive horses, which the emperors and princes
of the were keen to acquire and boast of owning them, so that they were keen to implement
portraits to memory it, they were distinguished. The horse appeared in the position of
stability or light movement by moving one of its legs, with the names of the horse or the
name of their owners, which recorded on some of these paintings.
