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The Cult of Artemis Tauropolos and its Transfer from Tauris to Attica
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Abstract: The research deals with the worship of the goddess Artemis in Tauris, and
the transfer of this worship and her statue which called Tauropolos, which was
transferred by Orestes and his sister Iphigenia from Tauris to Greece, according to the
prophecy of the god Apollo. The researcher will discuss the purpose of the mythical
narrative that refers to the transfer of this cult, in addition to its religious, historical, and
social connotations. Further, the study tackles the statue of Artemis Tauropolos as well
as its description in the artistic sources. Accordingly, the research will be divided into
three main sections as follows: (1) The worship of Artemis in Tauris. (2) The worship

of Artemis in Halai and Brauron. (3) The statue of Artemis Tauropolos.

The research will rely on the analytical methodology in analyzing the research data
in general, the comparative methodology in explaining the myth, the historical
methodology for establishing historical events, and understanding the political, social,
cultural, and religious conditions, and the descriptive methodology in the artistic scenes

related to the study, in addition to the myth and ritual school.
