One of the objectives of Islamic shari'a (i.e. law) is to spread
knowledge, the shining light and illumination of the whole life, since
with knowledge nations flourish, their features become evident and
are privileged. Hence, the Faculty of Islamic and Arabic Studies for
Boys, Daidamoon, Sharkia Governorate, a branch of Al-Azhar
university, purses the same approach and issues its annual journal
entitled: "Afag — A Referred Yearbook published by the Faculty of
Islamic and Arabic Studies for Boys, Daidamoon, Sharkia
Governorate™.

Since our faculty is composed of three Departments (i.e. the
Fundamentals of Religion; the Islamic Shari'a; and the Arabic
Language departments), the management of the journal issued its
sevenths edition categorized according to these departments: starting
with the Fundamentals of Religion Department, then the Islamic
Shari'a department and ending with the Arabic Language department.

First: Researches of the Fundamentals of Religion Department

This department starts with the Exegesis section. The first
research of this section is entitled "Advocacy objectives through
verses of wisdom in the Noble Qur’an: Analytical Objective Study".
This study emphasized that the Holy Quran is filled with many
objectives, including monotheism, prophecies, doomsday, promises
and threats, and stories. Monotheism in this context is like a tree from
which the other objectives branch out. Therefore, we learn that the
call to Allah is based on an absolute belief in His oneness and in that
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He is the only One to Whom we should direct our worship. The
researched presented some recommendations, like: calling people to
Islam and urging them to stick to it is an original Quranic objective,
wisdom is required in all affairs, and is most prominent in the call to
Allah, tolerance, leniency and forgiveness are qualities that
distinguish the caller to Islam from others, and we should make use
of the social media in serving the call to Islam and disseminating the
religion of Islam.

The second research of the same section is entitled "Kaleidoscope
angels fight on Badr" and illustrates that The participation of the
angels in the battle was a sign of the support of God and his victory
for his Prophet, peace be upon him and his companions - may God
be pleased with them - and what is sure is a real participation in the
fighting as indicated by the texts and traditions, and this indicates
the greatness of those who sent them and His Majesty, and the
virtues of the angels who witnessed Badr.

The third research is entitled "Purification of the soul in the Noble
Qur'an between the Means and the Obstacles™ and shows that
Purification of the soul is a process of comprehensive purification
and development of the human soul, whose goal is to exclude all the
debilitating elements of human humanity and the resulting
corruption, backwardness and loss of religion and the world, and a
full development of the elements that achieve human humanity and
the resulting goodness of this development And progress and
prosperity in the lives of individuals and groups.

Purification and purification of the soul is one of the major goals of
Islamic education, and by achieving it, it elevates society and moves
away from all forms of various evils. The book and the Sunnah and
what was the righteous predecessor of the nation.

The fourth research is entitled "what can only be explained
by it" and attempts to clarify the elements that must be fulfilled and
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met when exposed to interpreting the Qur’anic text. It provided seven
elements, before introducing the conclusion and recommendations.

Then, the journal presented only one research in Haith (i.e.
Prophetic radiations). This study is the fifth on order and is entitled
"Hadith in the acceleration of Zakat: A recent Study". The study
investigates the degree of mentioned Hadith in acceleration of Zakat
and the story of acceleration of Al Abass Bin Abdul Mutlib, which
reflects all the mentioned Hadeeth, and the sole originality of the
matter, and there is only a story of the acceleration of Al Abass, and
some of scientists decided their weakness and others mentioned their
doubt about accuracy, and this research is to identify the degree of the
accuracy or weakness of all mentioned Hadith in the department and
in the story. The objectives of the research: Identification the status
of these Hadeeth, to access to the judgment. The used method of the
research is the critical inductive approach. The important outcomes
of the research: mentioned six Hadeeth, weakness was proved for four
of them, and the fifth one is proper unfrank, and the sixth one was
come from three ways, no one free from doubt.

Regarding the sixth research, it pertains to the major of Creed
and Philosophy, and is entitled "The Judgment Day in Hinduism,
Buddhism, Judaism and Christianity"”. It aimed at collecting the
scientific material related to the subject according to the research
plan, and it relied on the inductive approach for each of these
religions, then it compared these religions with regard to matters of
the Hereafter, and given the abundance of matters in the Hereafter, it
was limited to the most important matters of the Hereafter, which are:
resurrection, Judgment, heaven, and hell. At the end of the research,
the study mentioned a conclusion in which the most important results
it reached.

The seventh research of the same major is entitled "Sensory
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perception at Mohiu ddin bin arabi". The research tries to present the
areas of progress of Muslim scholars, including Muhyiddin Ibn
Arabi’s declaration of how to make sensory perception with the
appeared senses, and how to reach knowledge from them . | have used
the inductive and analytical method. The research concluded that
perception is the presence of the image of the thing in the mind. And
this is obtained through the apparent and inner senses. And then
finally comes the mind trying to reach the total meaning of it.

Second: The Islamic Shari'a (i.e Law) Department

The Journal, then, proceeded to the Islamic Shrai'a department. It
starts with the eighths research, entitled "Right rejected (A
comparative jurisprudence study)". The study aims to clarify a
number of issues related to the right that are rejected in terms of the
definition of the right that is returned in general, then went to explain
its sections in terms of judgment and the judiciary, then
photographing the issue and liberating the subject of conflict between
the schools of jurists, then the study revealed to us at the end of the
research several results and recommendations.

The ninth research is entitled " Dafhu al-Dharoura han Hajj Al-
Soroura, by Sheikh: Abdul-Ghaniy Bin Ismail Bin Abdul Ghaniy
Al-Nabilsi (d.)Y£Y AH), Study and Investigation. The author
mentioned in it the issue of whether or not Hajj is obligatory for one
who did not perform Hajj on his own behalf if he did Hajj on behalf
of someone else, then he arrived at Makkah with the money of
others, and he became able to perform Hajj, so is he obliged then to
perform Hajj on his own behalf in the coming year or not? And what
Is related to it, depending on what was mentioned by some Hanafi
jurists on the issue.

The tenth research is entitled "Risks of financing formulas in
Islamic banks and ways of dealing with them". It emphasizes that the

economic literature indicates the important role of Islamic banks in
stimulating the process of economic growth through the efficient
performance of the functions of the various economic financial
intermediation and risk management; and provide mechanisms for the
settlement of transactions. This; Islamic Banking faces many
challenges and risks in the financial globalization. In light of these
challenges; must be the guiding principles of risk management in
Islamic banks¢< as well as the transition to the financial inclusion
strategy effectively« the trend toward a diversified economy« and
inventing modern financial tools and formulas¢ and engage in the
field of modern financial technology : { Artificial Intelligence } «
activating the financial engineering tools and the digital economy:
and the adoption of principles of corporate governance for Islamic
banks¢ and banking institutions with economic and social
development after taking into account social responsibility pursuant
to the provisions of the sharia.

The eleventh research is entitled "Proof of names by analogy
is an applied fundamental study”. The research deals with an
explanation of a fundamental issue, which is proving names by
measurement in terms of defining the name and measurement in
language and convention, and translating the issue in the books of
Usul al-Figh. The research also dealt with a liberation of the subject
of dispute among fundamentalists regarding the issue of proving
names by measurement and the sayings of scholars, and clarifying
their evidence and the discussions on it, with weight, and the benefit
of the disagreement.

The twelfth research is entitled "The Legitimacy problematic
that faces palm oil financing”. This research is concerned with
studying the problems that are encountered on financing by palm oil,
and is based on the comparative analytical method, and aims to shed
light on these problems and explain their judgment, and the most
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important conclusions are: dealing in the palm oil exchange in
Malaysia, it is the from organized tawarrug, and the more likely is
prevented from it, and the responsible for the palm oil stock exchange
in Malaysia they took who says it is permissible if the client authorize
the seller after receive the commodity airtight receive, and therefore
IS not obliged to the authorization and has the right to receive it
himself, but implementation of this in reality practical is very far, and
that palm oil is considered a foods, and therefore it is forbidden to sell
it before receive in consensus, and even if we do not consider it as
foods- and it is far - it is true that it is forbidden to sell it before
received.

The thirteenth research is entitled "The sending interest and its
applications in the fields of the medical field". The study aimed to
identify the sent interest and its applications in the medical field
with regard to the anatomy of the human body and the transportation
of human organs alive and dead and plastic surgery with the aim of
medication and adornment and the opinions of scientists in that.
Combining the prohibitive texts with the reality of medical work
aimed at the interest, the study recommended the scientific rooting
of all sciences according to the purposes and controls of Islamic law
and the legal interest.

The fourteenth research is entitled "Contemporary medical
issues: Renal insufficiency, its treatment, and its effect on ablution
"A comparative medical jurisprudence study". It affects the patient’s
health and his psychological and social life. And its treatment is
through dialysis several times a week, one time that takes several
hours, during which time for prayer is known, so it was necessary to
clarify the ruling on whether or not to break ablution due to renal



purification, and from here came the research under the title: Renal
Impairment, its treatment and its effect on ablution.
Third: The Arabic Language Department

It starts with the fifteenth research, which is entitled "symbolic Anthropology
and the Novel The symbolism of "the horses" and the speech of condemnation in
the novel "The Time of the White Horses". The study holds that Between the
fields of anthropoloqgy and literature there is a clear convergence on more than
one level, and this convergence has been confirmed clearly with the emergence
of the symbolic field of anthropology, and thus their owners bet on the text of
culture, and the possibility of reading it using modern methods that relate to the
fields of literature and literary criticism. Hence, the saying about the cognitive
overlap between anthropoloay and literature raises that the writer is nothing but
a semi-reader of the culture from which his literary material draws, whether it is
a reader from the bearers of the culture he is studying or a reader outside of it,
and thus we find that the novelist's view of the culture from which his narrative
material draws It is a semiotic view.

The sixteenth research is entitled "From the eloguence of the
metaphor and metaphor in the expression of the Devil in the hadith".
This research is an attempt to reveal the secrets of the prophetic
eloquence, and to show the ingenuity and creativity that it contains,
and the field of research was the simile and metaphor in the
expression of the Devil, due to the abundance of these two methods
when expressing the Devil in the prophetic hadith, in addition to the
exquisite expressive images And an honorable rhetorical mean.

The seventeenth research is entitled "Reviews of Rhetorical and
Critical Issues in the book "Minhaj al-Bulagha and Saraj al-Adaba ")
by Abu Al-Hassan Hazem Al-Carthagen”. This study aims at
concentrating on the theories addressed by Hazem in “Minhaj Al-
Bulagha”, as we find that there are four parties involved in the poetic
work covered by the book, and we see him employing terms for each
party that suits it. these four are: Art itself, that is, the world of poetry;
Where he addressed its concept and purposes, and the relationship
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between the poet and his world, he depended on the theory of
simulation, then the energies of the poet and his creativity, and then
its impact on the recipient.

The eighteenth research is entitled "The artistic image in the poetry
of description by Saif al-Din Ali bin Omar bin Qazl al-Mashad Simile
and metaphor as a model". This research aims to clarify an important
aspect of our authentic heritage, and concentrating on an era which
didn’t receive much study. This era has acquired several names such as
era of decadence and the dark ages, etc. so we chose collection of poems
of Al-Mushed, to be a sample of Arabic poetry from that era. The
researcher adopted the artistic approach to show the aesthetics of the
artistic image of the poet. The researcher concluded that the artistic
image of Al-Mashad is physical, sensual images and of great value;
expresses the features of the Egyptian character in that era of our history
which is reflected in these in the physical sensory images he collected
from the details of his life and his environment, also the poet’s ability to
investigate the art of description, and the aspects of nature around him.
The study proved that the artistic image of Al-Mushed in his comparison
and metaphor is best suited to describe that era in which the poet lived,
and his poetry was an important historical document for the era in which
the poet lived.

The nineteenth research is entitled "Lexical Efforts of Mahmoud
Sheet Khattab (died Y €Y% AH): An expository, analytical and critical
study. The study holds that, Mahmoud Sheet Khattab compiled his
lexicon entitled Military Terms in the Ever-Glorious Qur ‘an.
Moreover, he strove to form a scholarly committee that managed to
produce The Unified Military Dictionary. The present researcher
deemed it necessary to present, analyze and assess the works of Sheet
Khattab and to criticize some of them, when appropriate. The first
section of this study dwells on the dictionary in terms of its goal,
methodology, advantages and disadvantages. The second section
explores the efforts of Sheet Khattab in the field of standardization of
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military terms. The present study adopts the descriptive approach;
however, it sometimes utilizes the standard approach where
applicable. Moreover, Although Khattab's dictionary is distinguished
by some features, his conclusions that such military terms exist in the
Qur’an simply because it refers to their entries are highly
questionable.

The twentieth research is entitled" Expressions indicating
speech and their connotations in the Qur’an™. It is a semantic study
that dealt with expressions indicating speech and their connotations
in the Qur’an, singular and complex in the Qur’anic context,
depending on the applied semantic descriptive approach in line with
semantic thought. The research was presented in four topics; the
researcher came up with results including: that talking is synonymous
with speech and the reason behind this is that both come out of the
mouth and refer to useful saying. He also concluded that saying is
different from the speech, and that it is used to indicate the missing
thing, but the speech is used to refer to the complete useful thing.

The twenty-first research is entitled" The man's movement and
its connotation in the Holy Qur’an”. This is a scientific research
concerned with the man's movement and its connotation in the Holy
Qur’an and that utterances in the Qur’anic context are filled with
connotation and reference. The one who contemplates it does not stop
at the limits of the physical (customary) dimensions of these terms;
when it was used by the glorious Qur'an, this connotation has not
been paid more attention, so the Holy Qur'an was careful, intending
to satisfy the semantic gratification of these utterances. The research
examined those verbs semantically, indicating the common ground,
and dividing the study according to the type of movement. The study
was presented in four topics based on the survey method for Qur’anic
expressions indicating them depending on contextual reference. The
research came up with results such as the movement is associated
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with prophets in general and with certain types of people according
to the creed i.e., Muslims and others and many different results
indicated in the research.

The twenty-second research is entitled "The exclamation
intention in the Holy Quran”. It asserts that human psyche gets
excited after being stimulated by speeches of different patterns,
revealing positively and negatively about its components at the time,
or actions may be accomplished about those linguistic stimuli,
perhaps these actions correspond to the purpose for which these
letters were prepared, and may have strayed from it. Moreover, it
finds that our linguists have referred to Exclamation and methods, and
they classified it as a disclosure methods, but if we know that the
(altaejib exceeds the signs of the astonishment, then it appears in this
research that altaejib has been brought about to create an
accomplishing force that shows its effect on the individual, and
perhaps exceeded it to society; and that By employing methods, you
may meet with exclamation, many of which are unique to this
method. Here the importance of research and the role of the
deliberative approach in monitoring these structures are noted.

The twenty-third research is entitled "The Methodology of Taqgi-
ud-Din An-Nily in As-Saffwah As-Safiah™. This research discussed the
name, birth, and scholarly position of the author, then it highlighted
his scholarly methodology in explaining Alfiat ibn Abdelmu'ty in
terms of setting the chapters and sections and mentioning documented
and quoted rules, opinions and schools of thought. In some places, he
provided detailed explanations, while giving briefed ones in others.
His explanation is characterized by examining the grammatical
principles through hearing, analogy, reasoning, accompanying the
source, and consensus. Additionally, he depended on languages and
terminologies; whether supporting or rejecting them. Besides, the
author preserved the features of this art, paining attention to his
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predecessors and to their writings, mainly specialists in schools of
grammar and Arabic dialects, alike.

The twenty-fourth research is entitled "lbn al-Nazim’s
grammatical explanation in his Commentary on the Millennium, a
descriptive and analytical study". The research investigated the
phenomenon of Justification in Arabic grammar within the scope of
Ibn al-Nadhim’s explanation of Alfiyat Ibn Malik. While expatiating
on positions of Arab linguists on this phenomenon, the researcher
tries to highlight its pros and cons as found in Arabic grammar
heritage discusses. This is because the grammarians have been
commenting on the grammatical rules surrounding the phenomenon
right from ancient times, thereby granting favour to certain ruling
over others and causing heated debates between schools of thought.
This is evident in the explanation of Ibn al-Nazim on the Alfiyyat of
his father. One could hardly find a grammatical ruling in Ibn al-
Nadhim’s work without him justifying it and sometimes re-
emphasizing it with numerous proofs and long debate. He was one of
the proponents of this phenomenon.
