e Shariah Law
e Arabic Language

The yearbook has had seven researches in the field of
religious origins, first of which is concerned with Exegesis
and Qur’anic Sciences, titled: Reviewing the issue in the
verse: "Surely, we shall drive you out of our land, or you
shall return to our religion."" [V:AA]. It aims to point out
scholars’, late and early, opinions in this verse’s
interpretation, demonstrating where the issue lies and then
resolving it in accordance with the analytical and
comparative critical methods.

The second research is titled: “Objective introduction to

Al mufassal section of the Qur’an”. It aims to demonstrate

the mufassal section of the Qur’an. The researcher wrote
about the wvirtues of this section, its subsections,
characteristics, where it overlaps with the other sections and
where it stands out in accordance with the comparative and
analytical methods.

The third research is titled: “The Attributes Common to
Both Al-Khaleel Ibrahim and the Ummah of Muhammad
—peace and blessing upon both of them- in the Glorious
Qur’an.” It aims to collect and analyze the common Godly
attributes between lbrahim (PBUH) and the Ummah of
prophet Muhammad (PBUH) in the Holy Qur’an with the
goal of demonstrating their meanings and what the exegetes
have said about them. The researcher followed the inductive
method in tracing these attributes and the analytical method
to point out their meanings and how prophet Ibrahim
(PBUH) and the Ummabh of the prophet Muhammad (PBUH)
share them.

The fourth research is in the prophetic narrations field and
is titled: “The narrator: A study in prophetic narrations.”
It aims to demonstrate this word’s meaning among the
scholars generally and narrators specifically using the
inductive, descriptive, analytic and comparative methods.

The fifth is in the same field and is titled: “The
significance of septupling in supplications and adhkar in
the big six books of hadith” It aims to compile and study
narrations from the big six books of hadith that instruct a
certain supplication, dhikr etc. to be iterated seven times to

determine its degree and meaning using the inductive,
critical and analytical methods.

The sixth came in the field of doctrine and philosophy,
titled: “Avicenna’s theory of happiness — an analytical
study” It aims to link afterlife to Avicenna’s mental
happiness. The theory of happiness is considered one of the
most significant philosophical theories in history seeing that
it is related to Sufism on one end and to the afterlife on the
other end. The methods used were the analytical and critical
methods.

The seventh was titled: “The Mu'tazili Impact on Jewish
Theology - Yusuf Al-Basir as a model. An analytical
study” It revolves around the Mu’tazila influence on Jewish
theology aiming to reflect on the parameters where Jewish
theologist and the Mu’tazila meet, Yusuf Al-Basir
specifically, and he showed that a group of the followers of
the Abrahamic religions tried to establish their creedal
doctrine based on rationalism. The comparative analytical
method was used.

The section of Sharia law had seven researches first of
which was the eighth research that was in the jurisprudence
subsection, titled: “The Islamic endowment and its role in
achieving social and distributive justice.” It aims to define
Islamic endowment and demonstrate its legislation in Islam,
its pillars and types, what distinguishes it from other acts of
worship like Zakaat and elective Sadaga to establish its



ability to realize social and distributive justice using the
demonstrative, analytical and comparative methods.

The ninth research in the same section and subsection was
titled: “Fraud in marriage by allegation of virginity — A
jurisprudential review based on emerging issues”. It aims
to demonstrate virginity’s value as a desired trait in a woman
due to its dire importance in various societies regardless of
their cultures and norms since its presence indicates a
woman’s chastity and honor. It uses the inductive, analytical
and deductive methods.

The tenth research in comparative jurisprudence was titled:
“Jurisprudential rulings regarding client gifts for
plumbers and plumbing shops — Techno One as a model.
A comparative jurisprudential study” It aims to
demonstrate the ruling on client gifts that Techno One offers
plumbers and plumbing shop owners using the descriptive,
inductive and analytical methods.

The eleventh research in the same section was titled:
“Fetal Anomalies, Ways of Termination and Its Ruling -
A Comparative Juristic Study” It aims to provide an
introduction to fetuses, define what is meant by fetal
anomalies, its causes and types. It provides the ruling on
terminating disfigured fetuses, the ways of said termination
and the regulations regarding it using the analytical and
comparative methods.



The twelfth research is titled: “The Regulations of money
investment with non-Muslims in companies - A
Comparative Jurisprudential Study” It aims to
demonstrate the benefit to Muslims in sharing companies
with non-Muslims and how foreign companies influence the
economies of the Arabic and Islamic countries using the
descriptive, analytical, inductive and comparative methods.

The thirteenth research is titled: “Fear of circumcision,
and its effect on the self and what comes after.” It aims to
bring light to some of the issues regarding circumcision and
fear of one self’s harm. It uses the inductive and analytical
methods.

The fourteenth research is titled: “Compensation for
indirect damage in the expropriation of part of the
ownership of property for the public benefit” It aims to
answer many questions regarding expropriation, its
regulations, compensation, objections against it and what
supports it in Sharia law. It also reviews its command system,
the system of expropriation and its regulations in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia using the analytical and applied
methods.

The fifteenth research is one of five in the Arabic Language
department, titled: “Semantic differences between the
means of perception in the Holy Quran”. It aims to
demonstrate the semantic differences between the means of
perception, and their precise meanings using the inductive,
analytical and applied methods through Qur’anic words with
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the help of dictionaries to elucidate the Qur’anic miraculous
use of each word in its precise position and how there can be
no pinpointing of a word’s meaning without contrasting
synonyms’ semantics.

The sixteenth research was titled: “The semantic
interpretation of nature's words in the Holy Qur’an”. It
aims to highlight the precision of the Qur’an’s terminology
in relation to its various contexts. It also showcases and
analyzes models of semantic interpretation of some of
nature’s terminologies and how they fit their contexts using
the eliminatory, descriptive and analytical methods.

The seventeenth research was in the field of Arabic rhetoric
and criticism, titled: “The eloquence of the Messenger
(PBUH) in his talk about honoring parents”. It aims to
elucidate the prophet’s eloquence when talking about
honoring one’s parents, treating them well, ensuring their
rights and delivering the listener away from their
disobedience. The researcher uses the rhetorical analytical
method and its codependent methods.

The eighteenth research came in linguistics, titled:
“Syntactic Deviations in The Forty Nawawi Ahadeeth —
An applied syntactic study” It aims to reflect upon
syntactic deviations in the forty Nawawi prophetic
narrations, its causes and influences on syntax. It also aims
to reach syntactic explanations for these deviations using the
descriptive and analytical methods.

The nineteenth and final research is titled: “The Narrative
Discourse in the Poetry of Gran Al-Aud Al Numairi - A
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Semiotic Study”. It aims to elucidate boundaries between
narrative discourse and poetic discourse through
highlighting the elements of the narrative component in the
poetry of Gran Al-Aud Al Numairi using the semiotic point
of view generally and Greimas’ theory specifically and
through searching for this component’s influence in
enriching the poetry and expanding its semantic range.

As the annual yearbook presents this special collection of
researches that aim to serve this age’s issues, we would like
to thank the researchers for their efforts and this continuous
bestowal.
