The coping strategies Inventory: Factorial analysis and
psychometric properties in Egyptian and Qatari Samples

The current research seeks to validate the factorial structure
and the psychometric properties of The Coping Strategies Inventory
(CSI) (Tobin, 1985) in Egyptian and Qatari samples (523 Egyptian
with age range 18-21, M= 19.20 & SD= 1.2; 243 Qatari with age range
18-37, M= 21.89 & SD= 4.45). Confirmatory factor analysis shows
that the inventory is with good factorial structure and has high
psychometric properties.
