The research used the following statistical
methods: confirmatory factor analysis [CFA] using method Maximum
likehood , in a Lisrel program [V.8.80], T- test and the correlation
coefficient, and analysis of multiple regression using SPSS.[V.25] The
results showed a correlation is positive and statistically significant at the
level [0.01] between cultural intelligence, social tolerance and effective
citizenship behaviors. The predictability of social tolerance and effective
citizenship behaviors among university students from cultural intelligence
and some factors. Results also found to have a statistically significant
difference at the level [0.01] between high and low Cultural Intelligence in
the social tolerance and effective citizenship behaviors in favor of high
cultural intelligence. That the independent variable [cultural intelligence] has
the ability to explain the variation in the degrees of dependent variables
[social tolerance and effective citizenship behaviors] and this indicates a
high level of practical significance for the proposed model. The study
recommended the need to work on the development of cultural intelligence
and transmit the spirit of social tolerance and effective citizenship behaviors
skills among students at all academic levels through the curriculum and
extra-curricular activities and outreach programs, preventive and treatment.
