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The Ethiopian impact on the secession of Sudan from
Egypt 1953-1956

Abstract:

Ethiopia played a major role in dissuading the Sudanese
from uniting with Egypt in one state during the stage of
self-determination (1953-1955 AD), Where Ethiopia and
Britain cooperated to intensely pressure all the national
forces inside Sudan to direct them towards secession from
Egypt, so Ethiopia worked through its liaison officer in
Khartoum to attract members of the Sudanese Umma
Party opposed to unity with Egypt, and provided them
with material and military support, and was able to
contain them until they owed loyalty her after their
separation. Ethiopia also began the stage of
communication with supporters of unity with Egypt, led
by members of the Sudanese government in the stage of
self-determination headed by Ismail Al-Azhari, and the
Federal National Party, and Britain helped it influence
them by decorating the separation and the importance of
Sudan’s emergence in the international field
independently, and its joining the organizations
International, such as the United Nations, and the military
alliances Ethiopia offered them in the region, as well as
Ethiopia promised them material and military support.
Ethiopia also played on the possibility of taking power
from them if they were united with Egypt, and time was
enough for the members of the Federal Party to respond to
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the Ethiopian influence. It included four sections:
Ethiopia's motives for its support for the secession of
Sudan from Egypt, the Ethiopian support for the Sudanese
parties in favor of secession from Egypt, Ethiopia's role in
changing the position of the federalists with Egypt, and
Ethiopia's role in Sudan after the declaration of secession.
