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Abstract

The ancient Egyptians were surrounded by a large and varied number of birds, and their
number was increasing significantly during the spring and annual migration seasons. In
addition to the migratory and wild birds, the ancient Egyptian's farms included many local
poultry species, such as ducks, geese and pigeons. They were joined by chickens at a later
stage; they were scattered and common in the streets and roads in different villages, as in the
villages of Egypt nowadays.
