and according to the standards, technical features and characteristics of the
writing method and Titles, this door was dated to the era of the Old Kingdom

and belonging to the same place and Time period, The study suggests that it
was extracted surreptitiously from the necropolis of Memphis, perhaps the
Giza or Saqgara region.
