18. DYNASTIE, EL-AMARNA
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Painting and decorative arts in the architecture of
palaces and houses in Ancient Egypt

Problematic issue of the research:

Ancient Egypt has known the arts of painting which appeared on
the walls of the temples and tombs in the areas of Saqgara, Abu Sir,
Beni Hassan, Tel el-Amarna, Abydos and Thebes. These arts with
their fine and leading examples have played important religious as
well as funeral roles both topic and function wise despite the
emergence of views of daily life within these arts' subjects that
served funerary and religious rites and rituals.

There has always remained a query on the Egyptian artist's
knowledge, use and application of the civilian arts of painting "the
arts of decoration" in light of the lack and weakness of both the
artistic and archaeological evidences in respect with their
functional, aesthetic and recreational perspectives in the building of
palaces and houses in Ancient Egypt.

Methodology and objectives of the research:

The architectural and artistic residue, which date back to the era of
the New Kingdom in the major capitals of Egypt of Thebes, Tel el-
Amarna and the city of Ramses (Pr-Ramses) — despite their scarcity
and rarity - give us both artistic and archaeological evidences of the
Egyptian artist's use of the arts of urban painting (decoration -
interior architecture) both decoratively and aesthetically regardless
of the schools and theories of art history (Art for society - art for
art's sake). The study and monitoring of the art of painting and
decor in the palaces and houses of Ancient Egypt, especially in the
age of the New Kingdom (the age of Egyptian empire in the
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Ancient Near East - culture and urbanism of the civil society in the
major capitals of Egypt) opens a new area of interest which
remained closed and ambiguous on the issue of painting in Ancient
Egypt, especially in the field of decoration and ornamentation apart
from funerary and religious interpretations. The theory of funerary
arts and the painting industry in Ancient Egypt in both religious and
theological context of Pharaonic melodrama has fallen!!!

Three of the sixteen glazed ules that formed the lowest border of the ornamental com-
position on the two entrance doorways to the temple palace (cf. p. 45, pl. 1). They were sct on
either doorjamb i groups of four facing the axis of the door.

(a) a Libyan tawooed, () a Negro, and () a Hiuite clad in their exouc garb. In spite of their
small size (25 cm. high) the figures and the features show all the typical characteristics of the
races in accurate detaled modehing. Glazed tile had been used to line walls since the Third
Dynasty, but 1t appears extensively 1n the New Kingdom temples and palaces, with a developed
palette and technique of molding. It 1s even exemplificd in the wall decorauon of the villas at
‘Amarna, and perhaps the floors of the palaces.
