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Summary

Egyptian Newspapers Treatment of the
Subjects of Children of Special Needs
Analytical Study of Al- Ahram and Al-
‘Wakd Newspapers

Recent years have witnessed increasing
interest of children of special needs, whether at the
internatienal or local level Media are considered
major effective tool in deepening the interest in
such population. Such means have ememacted on
expressing their issues, problems, and ambitions as
per the capacity and nature of each of such media,
and in accordance with the order of care about
children with special needs at its List of preciosities.

The study problem 15 based upon an inguiry
of the nature of the Egyptian press treatment of the
1ssues of the children of special needs in objective
of promenading the postive aspects of such
treatment and confirming if, and recogmizing its
negatives  and
deniationalize when addressing such children
1ssues i the future, in what may realize the

adversities to  aveid and

objective of paying care for such children of special
needs in Egypt.
Study Objective

Such study aims at recognizing the Egyptian
press treatment of the 1ssues of children of special
needs, and through analyzing such issues i Al
Abram and al Wafd newspapers secking
1dentifying such treatment positives and negatives .
Study Procedures

Such research is considered among descriptive
researches, as the survey methodology and content
analysis were used as a method of data collection.

Analytical study was implemented on a
sample composed of all editiens of Al Ahram and
Al Wafd newspapers throughout one full year,
2003

Study Results:

1. 779 press subjects addressing the children of
special needs have been published in Al
Ahram and Alwafd newspapers. Al Ahram
newspaper had paid more attention to the
subjects of children of special needs than Al
Wafd MNewspaper, as Al Ahram had published
304 press subjects about such children, against
275 subjects published 1 Al Wafd newspaper.
They were distributed on 224 editions of Al
Ahram newspaper and 151 editions of Al
Wafd.

The average subject area of the children with
special needs in Al Ahram newspaper was 27,

=]

98cm/column, which 15 higher than the
average m Al Wafd newspaper, which was
22, Mcmdcolumn.

3. The study showed the superiotity of Al Wafd
newspaper on Al Ahram in publishing such
subjects on its first page, where as Al Ahram
was superior in publishing such subjects on its
last page. Also the study had shown Al
Ahram Superiority on Al Wafd in using the
news, whether local or external, press
mnvestigation, article, caricature, as press
forms for subjects of cluldren with special
needs, whereas Al Wafd was superior in using
the readers mail

4. Editor came, as a source of such subject in
first category by a percentage of 70,4% in Al
Ahram against 45.1% in Al Wafd, for Readers
Mail, it was 15.3% in Al Wafd against 3.6%
m Al Ahram Also there are statistically
significant differences between Al Ahram and
Al Wafd newspaper in the relation between
press areas and forms of the subjects of
children of special needs. The press
mvestigation came in the first category m

respect of the average area of the subjects.
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
