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Adolescents' Exposure to Foreign and Arab Emotional Drama
and Its Relation to Their Attitudes towards Marriage
Introduction: Emotional drama receives great attention by adolescents to fill their emotional void, and some resort to watching emotional
drama to learn how to establish emotional relationships, and what marriage is.
Problem: The study problem can be crystallized in the following main question: What are the motives for adolescents' exposure to foreign and
Arab emotional drama and its relationship to their attitudes towards marriage?.
Importance: The importance of the age group and the category that the study faces, which is the adolescent category, Studying the relationship
between exposure to foreign emotional drama and its impact on adolescents, and the relations of light on what foreign and Arab emotional drama
can have in its impact on adolescents and their relationship with them towards marriage.
Objectives: Revealing the motives for the exposure of adolescents to foreign and Arab emotional drama, Recognizing the impact of emotional
drama on choosing a life partner.
Society: It is the adolescents who watch foreign and Arab emotional dramas.
Sample: The study sample is based on an intentional sample of 400 single adolescents in the first grade of university, in the governorates of Cairo
and Menoufia, and that (Menoufia University- Ain Shams University- Al- Azhar University- 6 October University.
Tools: The study depends on questionnaire form.
Results: There is a statistically significant difference between the average scores of males and the average scores of females on the scale of the
role of emotional drama in forming their attitudes towards marriage in favor of females, There is a correlation between the motives of the

respondents to follow the Arab and foreign emotional drama and follow it towards marriage.
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
