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Research Abstract

This research aims to examine the effect of e-recruitment practices
through corporate website, commercial job website and social media
websites on dimensions of employer branding: social value, interest value,
economic value development value, and application value in the Egyptian
higher education sector, so, providing theoretical and empirical
contribution to HRM literature generally, and job recruitment and
employer branding theories specifically.

Accordingly, a quantitative research methodology includes the
descriptive analytical research design 1is adopted for supporting the
relationships in the conceptual model between e-recruitment practices
(corporate websites, Commercial websites, Social Media websites) and
employer branding dimensions, through a set of research hypotheses
derived from the critical review of relevant studies, and testing hypotheses
empirically by using questionnaire to data collection from a quota sample
of (290) leaders and managers at Egyption HEISs.

Consequently, the results revealed that e-recruitment practices have
significantly positive effects on dimensions of employer branding of the
Egyptian universities at HE sector. The results referred that recruitment by
commercial job websites is the most important practices and has the more
effect on most of dimensions of employer branding. As well as, theoretical
and practical evidences of the research revealed the most benefits of e-
recruitment practices in explaining psychological- added values of interest
and social with 61% and 53% respectively. In addition, results concluded
social media e-recruitment 1is the least effectively practices of e-
recruitment on most of dimensions of employer branding at Egyptian
universities, specifically its effect on economic value of employer brand of
universities at Egyptian HE sector is disappeared (0.002).
