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Abstract

The objective of the present study was to examine the relationship
between the big five factors of personality and academic achievement
among a sample of 153 students from the Faculty of Education in Port Said
who use social networks. The researcher prepared the study tools which are
the five factors of personality scale and the use of social networks
guestionnaire, and the grades of study sample in the second semester of the
academic year 2014-2015 were used as an indicator of academic
achievement. The hypotheses were partially supported; where there were
found appositive correlation between conscientiousness and academic
achievement among university students who use social network, and a
statistically significant difference between mean scores of university
students (low/ high users of social networks) on agreeableness, in favor of
high users of social networks was found. also there is no statistically
significant difference between mean scores of university students (low/high
users of social networks) on academic achievement.
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
