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Abstract:

The United States of America seeking for intervening in
various ways in the affairs of the Latin Continent, which explains why
there are so many coups within the continent. For example, when Dr
Castillo came to power in Argentina and showed his hostility to the
United States, In addition to he did not break his relations with the
Axis, So the United States exercised its policies of political and

economic pressure on the Argentine Government.

Thus, the weakness of the budget was reflected in the arming of
the army, and the Argentinian government was unable to provide the
weapons needed by the army. This created the conditions for the
military coup against the civilian president, Dr Castillo, and the
overthrow of him. The United States showed its happiness with this
coup, So We can say that the intervention of the United States
indirectly led to this coup, by applying to political and economic

pressure on Argentina.
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
