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Abstract:

The Communist Party of America, which was formed in
September 1919, issued a number of its newspapers, the most
prominent of which was the Communist newspaper, which played a
prominent role in the party's material and media activities. It
mobilized the masses to join the ranks of the party. Newspapers,
according to his own groups, represented foreign immigrants who did
not speak English fluently among his members, so they published
more than one of their respective language-language newspapers. This
resulted in the exhaustion of the Party's resources for the proliferation
of these newspapers with the utmost importance, as well as the
increase and expansion of its activity led to the attack on the US
authorities to their headquarters and closure after the confiscation of
their property from newspapers and printing machinery, causing the
reduction of its activity because of the lack of material means
necessary to purchase printers and papers, Secret, which is fraught
with caution and fear, and consequently the number of these
newspapers reduced or merged with each other to achieve two goals,
the first to reduce expenses, and the second keep the article published
as much as possible.
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
