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Abstract:

In the wake of the Egyptian victory in the October War of 1973
AD, Egypt began preparing to conclude a peace agreement with Israel, as
relations between Egypt and Libya deteriorated, as a result of the Libyan
leadership's refusal to conclude a peace agreement with Israel, until the
Arab lands are fully liberated, hence the differences between the two
sides began, and the Libyan President worked Muammar Gaddafi during
which to provoke the forces stolen on the borders and try to destabilize
the security and internal stability of Egypt and mobilize some Arab
countries to stand against Egypt in peace negotiations with the Israeli
side, and as a result of those provocations the establishment of the
Egyptian-Libyan war in July 1977-AD toend that war following the
mediation of some ceuntries Arab and African.countries to stop the
fighting and the withdrawal of the' Egyptian forces frem the Libyan cities
and regions that/they “occupied, and despite the .interruption of the
fighting between the-two.countries, the dispute between them remained,
which was later crystallized in the declaration by,some Arab countries of
boycotting Egypt after they formed an Arab front known as the Front of
Refusal and Resilience, after Sadat announced a Vvisit-Jerusalem, then he
signed the Camp David peace agreement between Egypt and Israel in
September 1978 AD, then the peace treaty,in March 1979 AD, to
announce the Al-Arabiya refused to-suspend Egypt’s membership in the
Arab League and ‘meve  the-university’s~headquarters from Cairo to
Tunisia. Then, relations between Egypt and-some Arab countries in all
fields were suspended for-eleven-years,-so.that these relations return to
normal in 1990.
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An official spokesman today made the following statement
At dawn today, July 21, 1977, the Bgyptian armed forces

Libyan borders troops and the people resistence forces

The spokesman said the action of the Eguptian armed forces
is considered as a direct attack on the Socialist Poople's
Libyan Arab Jamahiriyah and a violation of its territory, and
therefore the Egyptian regime bears all the responsibilities
connected with this aggression., He sald the Jamahiriyah has so
Ffar maintained self-restraint and patience out of its national
responsibility as splendidly displayed in Col. Gathafi's speech’
at Gardabiya on June 2, 1977, and his speech in Derna on June
11, 1977. But the persistence of the Eguptian regime in its
aggression and the non-return of the aggressors to their limits

A/V would compel the Libyan Arab People to defend its homeland and

the sanctity of its territory with the aim of evicting the

assailing forces from its soil,

The official spokesman said the Eguptian military communique
issued this afternoon is absolutely untrue and baseless and is

meant to mislead the innocent Eguptian officers and soldiers and

the Egyptian people by diverting their attention from the grave
internal problems they are suffering and keeping the Arab nation
off its national cause to give way for the imperialistic policy
being carried out by the Eguptian regime, He said the Jamahiriyah
has continually anunounced, through the revolution leader, that

K the place of the Eguptian and Libyan armies is in the confron-

tation line with the common cnemy of the Arab nation, and has

\
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called for an Arab summit conference with the aim of mobilising
the capabilities of the Arab nation for the sake of this natio-

d nal objective.

The official spokesman pointed out that more than a year

and half ago, Sadat concentrated his armed forces on the Libyan
p Bguptian borders , committing a number of incidents of aggres-
B sion and provocations which were met in all cases with patience
and self-restraint. He said we have wlcomed all mediation efforts
made by a number of Keads of State at the request of the Bguptian
authorities. He added ' We accepted the mediation of president
Abmad Seku Toure of Guinea, president Gnyassingebe Byadema of o
Togo, and Yasser Arafat, leader of the Palestine Liberation
Organisation. Arafat's first mediation was in last November,
while his new mediation was only the day before yesterday which
he made on his own insistence. But the Eguptian regime intentio-
nally seeks to rebuff all these initiatives becausc it was

planning a military aggression on the Libyan Arab People.

The spokesman said that on the night of 14/15 June 1977
Bgyptian troops raided a police post at MNulfa, east of Jaghboub,
and the police post at Rebda, south of Musa'ed, and abducted four
Libyan policemen. This action immediately moved the Jumuhiriyah'
i Foreigh Secretariat to present a note ddted 18/6/1977 to the
Py Eguptian Government, demanding the instant return of the abducted
Eggptian armed forces attaked three police posts at Taftish,
Al-Mo'Atarad, and Solb-41-Nus, and abducted two police lieute-
nants and four policemen. This prompted the Foreign Secretariat
to present an official note dated 26/6/1977 to the Eguptian
Government demanding the return of the abducted policemen in
both incidents, When there was no response from the Eguptian

7 authorities, the Foreign Secretariat presented a third note
dated 12/7/1977 repeating the demand for handing over these
policemen. The three notes were circulated to all the Arab States

) and the General Secrctariat of the Arab League. The Foreign

Secretary also sent a message to the Foreign Ministers of Apab

and African countries dated 25/6/1977, listing the Egypt

vialations.
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In all its notes and contacts with Arab Ambassadoes, the
Foreign Secretariat made the Egyptian regime responsible for
non-response to the notes calling for the return of the kidnap/
individuals and responsible Ffor the continuation of violation

of the Jamahiriyah lands and police stations.

Upon the Egyptian authorities' rejection and ignoring of
all these attempts, a Libyan patrol captured 13 Eguptian

soldiers.

As the Bguptian armed forces occupied positions inside the
Libyan borders a few months ago the Libyan Arab commander of’
the area sent a message on July 17,1977 to the commander of

Eggptian armed forces in the area, which reads as follows :

to the commander of frontier guards,

after greetings,

I deem that it is my national duty to address you directly
without having a permission from any political authority in ord
to place before you the facts which I know you comprehend well,

1 The Libyan Arab armed forces and the Egyptian forces were
one day, constituting one force which we all preded ourselves iy
our fraternal relations were very near to the esta blishment of
an integral political unity, but the black hands changed mattersg
and concentrated the Egyptian forces at our borders. Our politi-
cal Leaderehip manifested its good intentions by instructing
us to avoid countering this military concentration. It has gone
even further by ordering us that our forces should not approach
the borders so that no friction will occur between our forces
and yours, and that all forces approaching the frontiers should
not have arms and ammunitions, but should carry only provisions

and water to the Bgyptian forces.

2. Our patrols's kidnapping of a number of your soldiers is
just a reply to your kindnapping of a number of our civilian p

AR policemen who were charged with preventing smuggling and infil-

i3 tration through whom provisions were reaching your soldiers
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because of their existence inside the Libyan Arab lands.

3. Your occupation of some of positions within our borders,

I mean the border demarcation point between the two countries,
is something which places us before one alternative, namely the
destruction position of you do not withdraw from the Libyan

lands.

4, Movements and traffic and usage of raods inside our borders

will be met by us with strong and fierce retaliation.

5 In the event of your handing over of our civilian policemen
we shall on our part hand over to you the soldiers kidnapped

from your positions,

6. I hope you will appreciate the responsibility and conduct
yourselves in a manner that will prevent bloodshed among

brothers.

In all cases it is not impossible that matters will return
to normal fraternity and brotherhood when every one of us will
bear his own responsability. We have warned, and so we cannot |,

be blamed.

I deeply regret that matters between us should reach this

stage, but the fault lies with those who started it.
