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The attitudes of Social Studies Teachers and

Students Towards the Impacts of the Classroom

Questioning Strategies
“A Comparative Study”

Abstract

The current study aimed to compare the attitudes of teachers and
students about the implications of using classroom questioning
strategies on students, including general impacts problem solving
& thinking impacts, and emotional impacts. It involved a
statistical analysis of the responses of its sample of 158
participants on the study questionnaire. 101 of these participants
were social studies teachers and 57 were school students.

The study results revealed the highly positive attitudes of the
sample of teachers and students towards the effects of this
strategy in the three domains covered by the study which came
with high approval degree levels. The results of the study also
highlighted the lack of statistically significant differences in these
trends between teachers and students in two of these domains,
except for the impact on the emotional aspects, in which there are
statistically significant differences in favor of the students at the
expense of the teachers.

The study recommends that teachers should be emphasized for
their increased interest in classroom question strategies and to
encourage their proper use, to guide teacher preparation and
training institutes in a way that ensures that they are well
qualified in this regard, and to provide the proper in-service
teachers training to emphasize the proper use of these strategies.
