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Abstract 

The present study aims at examining the relationship 

between the achievement motivations in relation to the 

attitude towards Bachelor degree of Special Education 

among students of   Princess Alia University College. Also, 

to find out to what extent the difference between the level of 

achievement motivation and the level of attitude towards 

Special Education major according to the level of study. The 

study sample consists of 307 students, and to achieve the 

objectives of the study, the researchers use the attitude 

measure towards specialization of Special Education and the 

measure of achievement motivation as well, after checking 

the suitability of their psychometric properties and their 

suitability for the study sample. The results show that the 

level of achievement motivation is high on the scale as a 

whole and on all dimensions except for the curiosity is in 

average. Moreover, the results show that the level of 

students’ attitudes toward their specialization is high and a 

positive correlation between specialization and motivation of 

achievement. The results did not show any statistically 

significant differences in achievement motivation due to the 

academic level in all fields in the tool as a whole except for 

the fields of independence and curiosity in favor of the

fourth year when compared to the first and second year 

students. In addition, the results show statistically significant 

differences in students’ attitudes towards specialization of 

Special Education among second and fourth year students in 

favor of fourth year students.
