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Abstract:

The present study aimed to identify the sign language skills
used by sign language interpreters in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia,
and the study used the descriptive approach, for a sample of (80) sign
language interpreters in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, who were
randomly selected. The study relied on the questionnaire to answer the
study’s questions. Arithmetic averages and standard deviations were
calculated, and the study showed that the most common skills used by
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sign language interpreters in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia are the use
of facial expressions, and the results also showed statistically
significant differences at the level of significance (0.05) The level of
sign language interpreters' use of sign language skills in the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia is attributable to the variables of years of experience
and profession.
