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Abstract

The objective of the present study was to develop some language
skills in a sample of children with autism who exhibit vocal stereotypy.

The study sample was 3 male of children with autism aged between 4-8

years ( average 5.633, standard deviation 2.055). The researcher used the

behavioral manifestations inventory for children with autism, the
functional evaluation inventory for children with autism, the Reinforcers
stock of autistic children, and Language skills scale of autistic children.
Performing the statistical manipulations using the descriptive statistics,
the results showed that, There are differences between pre and post
measurement of study group, on dimensions of language skills scale after
the application of the training program, in favor of post measurement ,
and there are no differences between post measurement and follow — up
of study group on the dimensions of language skills scale after two

months from the end of the training program.
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
