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Abstract :

The main purpose of this study was to explore requirements
of high-quality educational experience from the perspective of
kindergarten teachers. The sample consisted of (96) kindergarten
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teachers. Data were collected using a three-part questionnaire:
Requirements associated with the activities of high-quality
educational ~ experience, Requirements  associated  with
Kindergarten teacher characteristics and Requirements associated
with parents of kindergartners. The researcher used means ,
frequencies and standard deviation in the study data processing to
achieve the aim of the research. Data analysis revealed high
approval on all the requirements of high-quality educational
experience where the first part (42 items, M= 4.62, SD=0.651) ,
the second part (11 items, M=4.72, SD=0.583) and the third part
(7 items, M=4.14, SD=1.03).
