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The US role in protecting the Hungarian minority in
Czechoslovakia 1945-1947
Abstract

After the end of the Second World War 1945, the
United States of America moved to solve the problems that
had arisen in Europe, including the problem between
Czechoslovakia and Hungary regarding minorities. The goals
of Czechoslovakia after the war were to get rid of the
Hungarian minority, and in this direction the United States
did not accept that the government of Czechoslovakia take
any unilateral measures to end the problem. During the
1945 Potsdam Conference, the process of transferring
minorities between Czechoslovakia and Hungary was
mentioned on a reciprocal basis, and a population exchange
agreement was reached between Czechoslovakia and
Hungary on February 27, 1946.

It should be noted that the implementation of this
agreement encountered difficulties; this was due to
Czechoslovakia's desire to permanently liquidate the
problem of the Hungarian minority within its territory. And
during the Paris Peace Conference of 1946, the United
States of America announced its rejection of the proposal to
unilaterally transfer the Hungarian minority from
Czechoslovakia, and under the peace treaty with Hungary in
February 1947, and in accordance with Article 5 Hungary
entered into negotiations with Czechoslovakia. Thus, during
the period from the end of World War Il until the signing of
the peace treaty with Hungary, the United States was able
to implement its policy towards this problem.
