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Abstract:

This study aims at illustrating the condition and the
lives of the beggars and homeless in ancient Egypt and
Mesopotamia as well as identifying the attitude of the state
and society towards them.

Fears of
beggars and homeless are increasingly because, the most
important of which is that this category contains strangers,
and unknown descent, cursed by the gods and witches so
the governments did not take care of them in ancient Egypt
and ancient Iraq. The Iraqi governments did not allocate any
subsidy quotas to the beggars and the displaced despite the
fact that they looked after other categories better than
them. The Mesopotamia did not distinguish between
begging and prostitution even in the use of the word
referring to them, which confirms that he considered them
two sides of the same coin.
