Abstract

The Arabian Gulf region represented a great strategic
importance in the regions of the ancient Near East, as it was a vital
trade corridor that linked the Arabian Peninsula in its broadest sense
with the regions of India and Central Asia. Although some fishermen's
groups appeared since the sixth millennium BC on the coast of the
Arabian Gulf; However, the emergence of settlements on the coast of
the Arabian Gulf was linked to the state of agricultural and pastoral
stability, which began to appear clearly since the third millennium BC.
The current study deals with the emergence of settlement harbingers
in the areas of the Arabian Gulf. These settlements have resulted in
many human traces that indicate the existence of important civilized
areas on the Gulf coast, most notably Al-Da’asah in Qatar, Dalma,
Agab and Al-Buhais in the Emirates and Ras Al-Hamra in Oman. These
sites played a vital role in the sustainability of geopolitical

communication among the regions of the ancient near East.
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
