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Abstract:

This research deals with a scientific study of the stela made
of limestone and engraved in bas-relief, of the priestess of
Hathor called Irt CG 1613, who is unique from others as a
gift from a husband to his wife, which made that painting a
distinctive element in itself, and this research will include
the reference to the material of manufacture Dimensions
and original location. The description and annotation of the
texts of the stela is divided into three records, the first
record includes the form of the sacrifice and the second
record in which the owner of the painting is depicted sitting
in front of an offering table with loaves of bread on it, and
below it is depicted a mirror, a vessel for washing hands,
and finally a bull's head. Bull to get his thigh. The study
depended on the analytical descriptive method of the
illustrated and written elements on the painting.
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
