treatment plans, and amend them according to Situation requirements, developing 
alternative plans, and social workers' willingness to work with the individual case 
presented to the case conference helps by collecting information about the case, 
determining the strengths of the 
according to the nature of the case, and the work of social workers during the case 
conference requires discussion of case problems. The individual presented to them, 
providing a logical explanation for the factors that led to their occurrence, and 
proposing an appropriate method of work with them, and the work of social workers 
also requires the individual case after the completion of the case conference to 
identify deficiencies in the implementation of the treatment plan, and follow up the 
progress of the agreed plan, and in line with the previous proposal Which confirms 
the importance of the case conference in the psychological field; However, the 
reality confirms the scarcity of foreign and Arab writings and studies that deal with 
the subject Therefore, the main issue of research has been identified in identifying 
the determinants of social workers' use of the case conference in the psychological 
field. 

This research is of the type of descriptive research, depending on the 
descriptive approach, it was applied to all social workers working in psychiatric 
hospitals in the Greater Cairo Region, and the number of (87) social workers, and 
the researcher adopted in the field research on the scale of the determinants of the 
use of the social worker for the case conference in the psychological field The 

 questions, which were represented in the 
low willingness of social workers to use the case conference in the psychological 
field, their weak ability to carry out the tasks required of them during the 
conference, and their weak ability to carry out the tasks required of them after the 
case conference was held, and the results of the research confirmed the existence of 
Some of the obstacles that prevent social workers from using the case conference, 
and the research concluded a number of proposals to develop the capacity of social 
workers to use the case conference in the psychological field. 
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
