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Abstract 
The current study aims to identify the Stresses the family pressures of newly married graduate 
students, and this goal was achieved by answering the main question of the study, which is: What 
are the family pressures of newly married graduate students? And the answer to the following sub-
questions: What are the family pressures that newly married postgraduate students suffer from, 
related to their husbands? What family pressures experienced by newly married postgraduate 
students related to parental interference in marital affairs? What are the family pressures of newly 
married graduate students related to raising children? What is the proposed program for 
professional social service intervention from a life model perspective to deal with family pressures 
for newly married postgraduate students? The study included the concept of life model, family 
pressures, newly married postgraduate students. In conducting the study, the researcher relied on 
an attitude scale titled family pressures for newly married postgraduate students, prepared by the 
researcher. The researcher used the method of social survey with the intentional (intentional) 
sample of married postgraduate students. Recently at Fayoum University in the diploma, master's, 
and doctoral stages, their number is (245) students. The results of the study reached that newly 
married postgraduate students suffer from family pressure at a rate of (66.1%) average, there are 
statistically significant differences at the level of significance less than (0.05) in the level of 
Respondents 'responses to newlywed postgraduate students, the study sample on family pressures 
due to the difference in housing type, age, number of years of marriage, school stage, the absence 
of statistically significant differences in the level of respondents' responses to newlywed graduate 
students, the study sample on family pressures, due to the difference in place Residence, number 
of children, college, and a Proposed Program for The Professional  Intervention of Social Work 
from The Perspective Of The  Life Model To Deal  with Family Stress pressure Of Newly Married 
Female Graduate Students. 
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
