Abstract: 

The study aims to identify The problems of married women who 
have undergone Female genital mutilation and their impact on their 
Self-esteem. Identify The relationship between psychological, social, 
health, and marital problems of female genital mutilation and their self-
esteem. The study is descriptive analytical on a sample of 320 A 
student married to a female student at the Higher Institute for Social 
Work in Benha using Scale of female circumcision problems and Scale 
of Self-esteem. The results of the study found The fulfillment of the 
study hypotheses: There is an inverse statistically significant 
relationship between the problems of female genital mutilation and the 
level of female self-esteem. there is a statistically significant 
relationship between some demographic variables and the problems of 
female genital mutilation of girls. There is a statistically significant 
relationship between some demographic variables and girls' self-
esteem
