Professional preparation for social work students faces many challenges 
using e-education. This research aims to identify the challenges of 
developing professional preparation for social work students using e-
education. This study was conducted on a sample of students at the 
Faculty of Social Work of the University of Alfium, representing the size 
of the research community. The results of the study showed many 
challenges to the development of the professional preparation of social 
work students using e-education, ranking the challenges to the 
development of the professional preparation of social work students using 
e-education and the weighted weight and relative strength of the 
following:The first dimension is infrastructure and technical challenges in 
the second order, with relative strength (56.9%). The second dimension 
was the challenges of the educational environment in the third order, with 
relative strength (53.3%), while the third dimension was the challenges 
associated with social work students in the first order, with relative 
strength (75.2%).
