This study aimed to determine the professional 

requirements of the social worker as a general practitioner to 
rehabilitate women with burns socially and to determine the 
cognitive, skill and value requirements. This study was applied 
to social workers working in Kasr Al-Ainy Hospitals, El Sayed. 
Galal, Al-Hussein University Hospital, Ahmed Orabi 
Association Hospital, Umm Al-Masryin Hospital in Giza, 
Fayoum General Hospital and Abu Tig Hospital in Assiut. And 
the Comprehensive Hospital in Assiut, using a questionnaire 
form applied to the social workers, numbering (61) using the 
social survey method, in a comprehensive inventory method. 

The study reached a set of results, which is the percentage 
of value requirements for the social worker, the largest 
percentage, which amounted to 89%, followed by the skill 
requirements, which amounted to 87%, and finally the cognitive 
requirements, which amounted to 78.3%
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
