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The Relationship between the Dimensions
of
Work Ethics and Marketing Citizenship:
A Field Study on Banking Sector in Al-
Jouf Region -Saudi Arabia.

Abstract

The study aimed to identify the relationship between
the dimensions of work ethics (utilitarian approach,
individualism approach, moral — rights approach, justice
approach, traits approach and commitment approach) and
the dimensions of marketing citizenship (economic
responsibilities, legal responsibilities, ethical
responsibilities and philanthropic responsibility). The
study used the descriptive analytical method, and was
applied on a sample consists of (170) employees
working in banking sector in Al-Jouf Region. Study’s
hypothesis was developed, then tested by using statistical
analyses via the Statistical Package for Social Sciences
SPSS version (25), and AMOS version (26). The study
found a positive significant relationship between some
dimensions of work ethics and the dimensions of
marketing citizenship. The study recommends linking
work ethics to the human dimension, as it is the main
driver of will and determination, and promoting work
ethics through appreciation and rewards in order to raise
the energies and enthusiasm of employees, while giving
the team within the Bank the opportunity to volunteer in
workshops and training courses and conduct community
mentoring workshops, so that they can develop their
community experiences. The need to solve material and
funding problems related to stakeholders, and to continue
to provide programs and services of a social nature
