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contrary, the influence of Libyan local artistic and architectural techniques was
unusual. It left its mark on the Ottoman and Italian occupiers who found visual
effects in the local Libyan architecture and were capable of extraordinary
environmental treatment at various installations.

The architecture of Libya is simple, emphasizing the functional side of the
building. The Libyan architect tried to bring the building with all its components
to the nature of people in different parts of the country, which are printed on the
simplicity of living and not the cost of building. There are places in Libya such as
Ghadames retain alocal Amari style difficult to find outside its borders, not only in
the interior space, but in the planning of the city and the characteristic of the
streets of environmental solutions wonderful to demonstrate a deep
understanding of their requirements and deal with them from the technical and
construction aspects.

The distinctive character of Libyan architecture is based on the solidity of the mass
and its reliance on it as a purely expressive architectural element. It emphasizes
the innate awareness of the essence of architecture in the sense of the value of
space occupied by the building and the space confined within its walls. Simple
buildings with multi-domes or buildings with rectangular or square domes of
different styles created by the hands of Libyan construction artists are evidence of
the sense of mass value, shape and expressive ability.

From the talk of the artistic heritage of the local Libyan architecture, it may come
to the mind of the observer that Libya is devoid of any valuable traces of Arab-
Islamic architectural examples. The fact is that there is little to compare with what
the Islamic civilization boasts of in Egypt, Morocco or Iran, because this is due to
the lack of resources in the past, whether for the country's indigenous people or

the invaders and conquerors.
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In his book "Islamic Architecture in Libya," Ghasbari Misana said: "The important
historical fact that no one has ever been exposed to is that this country is as
abstract as any of its own recognized architectural tradition, , But resisted even the
decline of the Ottoman school despite the length of the Ottoman era, which lasted
three and a half centuries. He added: "The Libyan builders who are in the
countryside, and they are very passionate about the religion, despite the modest
construction experience of the mosques, we call the Libyan mosque.” This
building, known as Misana , is a square-shaped building with several thresholds
spread over several rows. The subcontractor appears as an engineering structure
resulting from the placement of equal volume elements between them. The inner
space of these elements, in which man can attain and benefit from them,
constitutes the single most important factor in construction work to the level of
architecture.

The talk about Libyan architecture can not be useful without talking about the old
city of Tripoli, which took the character of Arab and Islamic cities and quoted in its
plans the foundations of planning and planning. The city's white-walled buildings,
twisted neighborhoods and blocked roads, surrounded by palm trees and olive
trees under the skies of Libya, have created a special world that inspires both
visitor and researcher.

During the Islamic conquests and the spread of the Islamic religion, a glorious
civilization developed and spread throughout the globe. Several new cities, such
as Kufa, Basra, Kairouan, Wasit, Fustat, Baghdad and Samarra, flourished cities
such as Mecca, Medina, Damascus, Aleppo, Tripoli and others. The Muslims have
given these cities their special character until they have re-established the same
planning foundations for the new Islamic cities.

Although Tripoli was in the west before the Islamic conquest, it turned into a city
with all the characteristics of the Arab-Islamic city and retains all its aesthetic and
organizational characteristics, even though it is less measured than in other cities,
in terms of the number of buildings and types. This is due, as we said earlier, to the

nature of the Libyans and lack of interest in luxury and purely aesthetic aesthetic
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areas, and played the lack of material potential and the concern of people in
addressing the invaders also played an important role.
