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The Dnieper was a main trade route between the northern
steppe and the Black Sea coasts to the south. Since their founding
emirate in the city of Kiev in the middle of the ninth century AD,
The Russians sought to extend control of the Dnieper and
monopolize its trad , especially the trade of fur and slaves.

the Khazars did not accepte that , because they had
sovereignty over the lower basin of the Dnieper before the
emergence of the Russians, for that they entered into competition
and conflict with the Russians until the sixties of the tenth
century AD.
