Since the reign of William the conqueror, the English tried to
annex Scotland with the aim of Uniting the English Islands, but the Scots
didn't submit to this situation and Faced the English in many battles and
clashes, especially on the borders. Indeed the Scots tries to invade
England more than once, especially during the reign of Malcolm Ill an
David |, but the results were not decisive, but rather the situation
changed, and Scotland was subjugated to England Since the reign of
Henry Il after the families of Scottish King William Al Assad, then the
Scottish — English relations varied between hostility at times and peace at
other times and these conditions continued until the era of the English
King Edward |, Who Controlled Scotland completely after his reality
Falkirk.

If Edward Il of England was defeated in Bannockburn in 1314 and
the Independence of Scotland was recognized in 1328, however, the
death of Robert Bruce, King of Scotland, ushered in subjugation of
Scotland to England again during the reign of Edward Ill, and the Scots
suffered successive defeats at Halidon Hill and Neville Cross.

The situation changed completely during the reign of Robert stuart
Il and Robert Ill after him, and the Scots took advantage of the poor
internal conditions in England during the reign of Richard II, and the
victory come in the Battle of otterburn in 1388 to achieve stability and
control for Scotland for a long period. Especially on the Borders between
the two countries after the treaty of 1396, which established the
independence of Scotland after it appeared as an ally of France in the
treaty. Indeed, the Scots after the invation of England dared to intervene
in the disturbances that were occurring in the north of England and they
controlled the borders between the two countries for a period.
