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Abstract:

This research deals with the talk about the policy pursued by
the Hittite kings towards the Amuru kingdom through the Hittite
dependency treaties, in particular the treaty of the Hittite King
Tudhaliy IV and the King of Amuru Sau$ga-Muwa, that treaty which
represents the last link in the series of dependency treaties concluded
between Hati and the Amuru Kingdom. It was preceded by the
conclusion of a treaty between the Hittite king Suppiluliuma | and the
Amorite king Aziru, and then the treaty concluded between the Hittite
king Hattsili 111 and the Amorite King Bente-Shina. This treaty was
chosen as it represents the last link in a series of these dependency
treaties. It also provides many historical information about the
situation and events prior to its conclusion, whether within the Hittite
throne or at the level of the Amuru kingdom.

The study of this topic has led to several results, perhaps the
most important of which are:

= The main objective of signing dependency treaties was to bring
about a state of stability, in order to tighten control over those
kingdoms, and to ensure their support in military battles.

» This treaty mentioned many of the duties imposed on the
dependent monarch among:

- Supporting the Hittite king during wars and military battles.

- To be an enemy of the enemy of the Hittite king, who is a
follower of him, and a friend of the king's friend as well.

- It is forbidden for him to enter into any relations without the
knowledge and knowledge of the Hittite king who belongs to him.

- Returning his fugitives to the Hittite king.
- The support of the king belonging to the dynasty of the great Hittite
king who is affiliated with him, that is, he is also subordinate to his
children and grandchildren and supports them.
