Abstract

Egypt's increased role in Africa since July 1952 was
accompanied with a remarkable shrink of the British
Empire influences in Africa. It was clear that Britain has
considered Egypt as its utmost enemy in Africa, and the
barrier against London's aspirations in the continent after
the great weave of de-colonialization throughout Africa.
As a result, London was keen in working against the
Egyptian policies in Africa, both individually or in
coordination with some regional and international powers
such as Israel and France.

However, the Egyptian revolution of 1952 has -catalyzed
Egypt's African and Arab role until the current day. While
Egypt has paid its great attention to Sudan independence
cause, it has achieved several breakthroughs in Africa such
as in supporting liberation movements in Kenya, British
Somaliland, Zanzibar among others.

The study shed the light on Britain's attitudes towards the
Egyptian revolution of 1952 policies in Africa until mid-
1960s., and has analyzed these attitudes within the British
Containment Policy in order to determine Egypt's move in
East Africa and Sudan. In addition, the study has traced
the British efforts to mobilize the United States behind the
former's aims in Middle East and Africa.
