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ABSTRACT

Urban places vary in terms of being perceived by users; the user interacts with the successful
urban places with all his/her senses. For example, the sense of sight helps to form an image of
the place, the senses of hearing and touch give an identity and value to the place, the sense of
taste gives meaning to the place, and the sense of smell creates memories of the place. Thus,
the significance of the research is emphasized by attempting to integrate the sensory mental
map with the place’s perception by studying both the perceptual systems and the successful
urban places. In addition, a questionnaire with experts was utilised to investigate the
relationship between place-making and sensory mental maps. The results of the research have
clarified the importance of the sensory experience map and its positive contribution to create a
successful urban place.
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
