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Abstract

The Relations between Egypt and Nubian tribes diversed
during old kingdom period, As a result of the diversed
Egyptian needs from the Nubian tribes and their lands. Some
of these relations were political and martial such as the sixth
dynasty special care of Nubia because of the Asiatic Bedouin
danger in their times, So Egyptian kings recruited the Nubian
warriors as soldiers in the Egyptian army beside the military
campaigns which they led on their lands. On the other hand
we can consider the economic motive as a strong motive for
the Egyptian king, As Nubia was a source of gold, ivory and
other goods for the king and his courtyards, in addition to this
Nubia was a passage for the Egyptian trade, which goes to
center Africa.
