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Abstract:

This study is an attempt to understand religion within the
mythical context in the philosophy of Mircea Eliade. This
comes through an analytical reading of the dialectical
relationship between religion and myth, the sacred and
profane and his interpretations of myth in the Bible and its
symbolic significance. The study is an attempt to reveal also
the sanctity of space-time in the mythical context. In addition,
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the study aims to deal with Eliade’s phenomenological

interpretations of religion and religious experience.
