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Abstract

The ancient Egyptian was very observing and contemplating
everything that surrounded him in his environment, he focused on
nature, and linked the behavior of some creatures with specific
characteristics, and he considered them as sacred symbols.

The ancient Egyptian sacred also types of insects and invertebrates
such as the scorpion and Spider, because of their excessive utility or
their excessive harm, so he wanted to avoid its evil and harm by
sanctifying them.

Spiders accompanied the life of ancient Egyptian, like other
creatures; although, the ancient Egyptian rarely paid attention to it, In
spite that, they were able to take an important role with their skill in
weaving threads, this skill which made the ancient Egyptian associate
it with the weaving goddess, especially the goddess “Neith”, in
ancient Egypt and the goddess Athena for the Greeks.

Recently, some rock inscriptions were discovered in Kharga
Oasis in the Western Desert, it showed a type of Spider was known as
Argiope lobata, it considered one of the most famous arachnid species
that currently inhabit the eastern and western deserts in Egypt, and this
spider was known for its ability to endure the midday sun by shading
and sheltering in its own net, This discovery was important in
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shedding light on the spider to find out whether it had any role or
symbolic significance in the ancient Egyptian civilization.

The study aims to clarify the reasons for the presence of the
spider in the rock inscriptions in the Kharga Oasis, to find out if this
presence was associated with a specific indication or not? And to clear
the connection between Cobwebs and the weaving women in the
ancient Egyptians and Greeks also.
