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Abstract:

The Relation of the Northern Arab Tribes to the Persian
Occupation of Egypt during the Late Period

The aim of this paper is to study the interrelationships between
the northern Arab tribes and the Persian Empire during the period of
its occupation of ancient Egypt, and mark out those tribes and their
spatial location. In addition, the paper will shed light on the extent of
the facilities and assistance provided by the Arabs to Cambyses to
occupy Egypt so that they would, in return, obtain a prominent
position among the nationals of the Achaemenid state. It will also
highlight the relation of the Arab tribes to the Persians during their
occupation of ancient Egypt, whether working, as mercenary soldiers
in their army, to secure the eastern and north-eastern borders and
eradicating Egyptian revolts, or taking full control of trade routes and
collecting customs duties under the auspices of the Persians.
Furthermore, this research indicates the attitude of the Egyptians
themselves towards those relations and the extent of their benefit in
getting rid of the Persian control, and defending their country against
the invasion of Alexander the Great.
