Pictures of worldly intercessions in the Mamluk era in Egypt 

The social relations vary in the Mamluk era, and among the 
most important worldly intercessions in the era of the Mamluk sultans 
will stop us answering a number of questions related to the medicine 
of the era in terms of the state's general policy at the time, as well as 
the course of its administrative plan, and other cultural aspects of the 
Mamluk state. 

I will deal with a number of forms of intercession, including: 
intercessions that were to pardon the perpetrators of some violations 
of the decisions of the central government, then mediation or 
intercessions that were intended to fulfill some of the needs of the 
governors, judges and their assistants, and after that I deal with the 
intercessions that were to pardon the prisoners, revolutionaries and the 
def mediations that were held to occupy some important positions in 
the state.
