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Abstract:
Kinds of Divination, their Methods, and their Reliability in Cicero:
Reading the First Book of **On Divination."

In this paper, the researcher deals with the science of divination,

divination of the future, or fortune telling through the first book "On
Divination™ which was written by Cicero, by analyzing texts with a focus on
the fact that he provides us with a form of speculation about the future in
their age.
Through Quintus' words in support of this science, he shows his belief in
prophecy and its prevalence in the Roman world, and how he had methods of
prophecy in the Romans, both artificial and natural, and through his speech
he clarifies the position of philosophers on this science, and also shows his
refusal to invoke chance in the interpretation of prediction, and provides an
idea of history of divination and his endorsement of natural prediction.

It appears that Quintus supports the prediction by dreams and refers
to dreams in the Romans and the states of frenzy (madness) and demonstrates
his support of artificial and natural predictions, and that nature determines
the type of prediction of the future. He indicated the exclusion of mental
indulgence from the field of predictions of the future and that there is a
mental interpretation of the predictions of frenzy (madness). And through
dreams, he presented on Antiphon's theory in the interpretation of the
dreams, and the existence of the divine providence, which takes care of
human beings, and in the end he provides us with judgment and destiny in
the field of speculation and the nature of the soul as a source of speculation,
and attacks impostors, who claim divination.
